Dryer fires:  A serious problem.  When lint traps aren’t cleaned regularly, airflow is reduced, preventing the dryers' cooling mechanism from functioning properly. This results in overheating, and possibly a fire.  The Consumer Product Safety Commission estimates that over 15,000 dryer related fires occur each year causing an estimated $97 million dollars in property loss.  Steps you can take:  Ensure the dryer hose on the back is metal.  A Dryer cleaning kit costs $25 - $40, is 
reusable and makes your dryer more efficient.  Kits are carried at Lowes, Home Depot, and Linens N Things. 
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Please adhere to the signs at the driveway entrance/exit.  Unit owners should not cut through the Do Not Enter road to reach their parking spots.  We have had some close calls.  Posted speed signs should also be noted, particularly with the kids out playing in good weather.

RECYCLING BASICS:

Recycling is simple and easy to fit into your busy lifestyle.  Anyone wishing to begin could purchase three 18 gallon plastic bins with secure lids.  They can be bought almost anywhere and cost as little as $4.00 each.  I stack them just outside my back door.  I sort my recyclables like this:

· Plastic containers marked on the bottom with a 1-7, rinsed clean.

· Tin cans, aluminum cans, clear and colored glass bottles and jars.  I remove most paper labels as well as lids, caps, and neck rings from the glass containers.  Corrugated cardboard and cardboard cereal and cracker boxes, flattened.

· Newspapers, paper flyers, and store circulars.  These pack neatly in a brown paper bag which will hold about 2-3 weeks worth of newspapers.

Items can be brought to the D.P.W. Town Garage, Route 140, just off the Common and past the Grafton Center Post Office.  Hours are Tuesday through Friday 7:15- 3:15 and Saturday 8:00-2:00.  THEY DO NOT ACCEPT PLASTIC BAGS, STYROFOAM, FLOWER POTS, COAT HANGERS, TOYS, WINDOW GLASS, AND KITCHEN GADGETS.  

BATTERY RECYCLING PROGRAM:  If it’s rechargeable, it’s recyclable!  Nickel Cadmium, Nickel Metal Hydride, Lithium Ion, or Small Sealed Lead batteries are recyclable.  Alkaline batteries cannot be recycled through this program.  Bring the batteries to the Municipal Center, Board of Selectmen’s office during normal business hours 8:30-4:30.  

RECYCLING CELL PHONES AND PAGERS:  Old cell phones and pagers can be dropped off at the Municipal Center, Board of Selectmen’s office during normal business hours 8:30-4:30.  

FLUORESCENT TUBE COLLECTION:  A container will be placed at the D.P.W. Town Garage marked for fluorescent tubes only.  They may be dropped off each Saturday from 8:00 to 2:00.

They are located in the white building on the corner of Mill Street, directly across from Washington Mills.  They are open Thursday 10:00 to 4:00 and Saturday 10:00-1:00.  Donations must be left indoors during operational hours.
